ABOUT LADIES ROCK CAMP

keep receiving instrument instruction all weekend. Also, you’ll form a band and work together to write an original song that you will
play together on stage on Sunday. The Ladies Rock Camp Showcase is an unbelievable experience! In addition, you will have the
opportunity to attend a variety of workshops** with topics related to being a lady rocker. All proceeds from Ladies Rock Camp go
directly to the Rock ‘n’ Roll Camp for Girls.

ABOUT THE ROCK ‘N’ ROLL CAMP FOR GIRLS

The mission of the Rock 'n' Roll Camp for Girls, a 501(c)3 nonprofit, is to encourage, engage and showcase the musical, artistic and
individual talents of girls and young women ages 8-18, and empower them with tools for self-reliance as a means to enhance and
affirm positive self-esteem. We pursue this mission by offering programs throughout the year including the Girls Rock Institute and
the RnRC4G Summer Camp. Each program, lesson and workshop uses music and topics related to music to teach both technical skills
and life skills. Our programs include Summer Camp, Girls Rock Institute, Ladies Rock Camp, and Girls Rock Camp Alliance.

Any woman age 19 and over may apply. NO MUSICAL EXPERIENCE NECESSARY, all skill levels welcome. You don’t even
have to bring your own instrument, but feel free if you like.

TUITION

The cost of camp is $350.00 and is not tax deductible. THIS FEE MUST BE INCLUDED WITH YOUR APPLICATION. After Oct
15,2007, we can accept credit-card payments at www.girlsrockcamp.org through our secure online payment service. The application
and payment deadline is March 31, 2008 for the April and May camps and July 31, 2008 for the October camp.

Please note: LRC is a fundraiser for the Rock ‘n” Roll Camp for Girls. Tuition has been set at the absolute lowest amount possible for
us to cover our costs and meet expected fundraising goals for our programs. Because we are a fundraiser, we will not be offering an
early registration fee or reduced tuition option this year.
