ABOUT THE SUMMER ROCK CAMP – Tuition $380/camper + $10 application processing fee. 
The Rock ‘n’ Roll Camp for Girls is a non-profit 501(c)(3) year round program in NE Portland, Oregon. 
Campers come to Summer Camp from all parts of the world for a one-week crash session in rock ‘n’ roll. 
At the end of the week, campers get to show off their newfound skills in a final Showcase performance. 
Before attending, each camper will choose the instrument with which she will take lessons. This summer's 
choices are: guitar, bass, drums, keyboards, and vocals. In Hip Hop Elements (session 3 only) campers 
develop skills in DJ turntables, MCing, breakdancing, and/or beatmaking/producing.  
 
WHO MAY APPLY FOR CAMP  
Any girl, who will be ages 8 – 17 during the camp session, may apply. No experience is necessary at Rock 
Camp, and you don’t have to bring your own instrument!  
 
APPLY ONLINE OR BY MAIL  
This is the application for enrollment in sessions 1, 2, or 3 of summer camp by mail. If you wish to apply 
online, go to www.girlsrockcamp.org/programs/applications-tuition.  Our organization values diversity of 
age, ability, background, and instrument. If your camper's particular instrument/age/ability/background 
group is full, we will attempt to place her in her second or third choice of instrument, or place her on the 
waiting list for her first choice. Applicants will be notified within 3-8 weeks of enrollment status.
